	Activity 3. Let’s chant. 8 minutes

Extension: Invite one or two pupils to read their completed texts in front of the class.
Activity 6. Project  ( 7 minutes)
*Goal: To ﻿draw pictures or take notes of the activities pupils do on Sundays and present the results to the class, using the target language.

-  Tell pupils the goal of the activity. Explain that they have to look at the pictures or notes they have prepared at home and present the results to the class.

- Have pupils work in groups of five. Each pupil looks at their pictures or notes and tells the group about the activities he / she does on Sundays.

- Invite a few pupils to look at their pictures or notes and tell the class about them, e.g. I do the housework on Sundays. In the morning, ...

- Have the rest of class applaud if pupils perform well.

Fun corner and wrap-up: (5 minutes)
Game: Lucky number
- Divide the class into 3 teams. 

- Pupils from each team choose a number, then ask and answer with the picture in that number. 

-  Pupil or teacher clicks the “play” button to roll the dice and clicks the “stop” button to get points. 

- After 9 numbers, the team with the most points is the winner.
