- Have pupils work in groups of five. Each pupil looks at his / her notes and tells the group about where each member of his / her family goes at the weekend and what each of them does there.
- Invite a few pupils to look at their notes and tell the class about them, e.g. On Sundays, my father goes to the sports centre. He plays tennis.
- Have the rest of the class applaud if pupils perform well.
Fun corner and wrap up:   5 mins 

Ask pupils what have you learnt from the lesson today

(- Use the words and phrases cinema, shopping centre, sports centre, swimming pool in relation to the topic “My family’s weekends”; 

- Use Where does he / she go on Saturdays? – He / She goes to the …. to ask and answer questions about where someone goes.)
