	A. PRESENTATION

Activity 1. Look, listen and repeat. (8 minutes)

Goal: - Help Ss understand and correctly repeat the sentences in two communicative contexts (pictures) to offer and accept or decline food and drinks.
1. Set the context:

-Set the scene: ask Ps to identify the new characters in the pictures and introduce the situation
